Adrian Porter’s legendary directions, universally regarded as unreliable:

Either:

1
M3 out of London to Junction 7 where the exit takes you to Dummer.  There is a pub called the Queen, on the right as you get into the village, which does a decent lunch.  After the pub, you continue through the village to the first road on the left which you follow until a T-junction with the B3046.  Turn left and then take the first right into Farleigh Wallop.

Or (shorter but more complicated, and improved by Lyndon Jones):

2
M3 out of London to Junction 6 and follow the exit road under the motorway towards Basingstoke.  At the junction with the A30 turn left and left again on the A339 which takes you south under the M3 again.  Then take the first right turn onto the B3046.  Follow this until the second road on the left, which should be signposted to Farleigh Wallop. 
This road is The Avenue, and Farleigh House is approximately 500 yards on the right-hand side.  Please park cars in the Farleigh Estate Club car park on the left-hand side.
