The ground is at Parmoor Lane, Frieth, Buckinghamshire RG9 6NN.  The Prince Albert, Fingest Road, Frieth RG9 6PY has a website at http://www.theprincealbert-pub.co.uk/ and looks nice.
Frieth is south of the M40 and I suggest you come off that motorway at Junction 4, the High Wycombe exit, and turn south onto the A404 towards Marlow and Maindenhead.  You can also get there from the M4, leaving at the Maidenhead junction and taking the A404(M) north.  After that it’s small roads and I suggest you use a map or a satnav.

This from the Frieth CC…
Your best bet is The Prince Albert, postcode RG9 6PY. If you are coming up from Marlow, go straight across the crossroads when you come to the village - it is about 300 yards on your left. From here the ground is back through the village (right at the crossroads) and about 3/4 mile on your left, parking is on the grass verge. Our nearest postcode for the ground, RG9 6NN is a little further on than the ground, as you’re heading from Frieth village.
